I) Common Provisions

1. The school opens at 7.40 a.m.

2. The Care Centre starts at 6.00 a.m. – in the lower building.

3. Lessons start at 8.00 a.m.

4. After School Activities finish at 2.25 p.m.

5. The Care Centre closes at 5.00 p.m.

6. A lesson is 45 minutes long.

7. There is a 20-minute main break after the second lesson. Breaks between other lessons are 10 minutes. The 50-minute lunch break is from 10.45 a.m. until 11.50 a.m. 

II) School Routine for Pupils

1. Pupils may enter the school building at 07:40, or earlier with the teacher only. 

2. Upon arrival at school, pupils change their shoes and remove outwear. Pupils are not allowed to bring valuables, larger sums of money and harmful items which could endanger their life and the lives of others. Personal items (outwear and shoes) are put away only at designated places. 

3. Pupils shall attend the school so that they are at their places in the classroom at 7.55 a.m. 

4. During breaks, pupils may leave the classroom and move freely on the floor where their classroom is located. Pupils in the 6th up to the 9th year may use the vending machines and school buffet during the main break after the second lesson. Pupils in the 1st up to the 5th year have access during all other breaks. 

5. During breaks, pupils prepare their tools for the following lesson and their report book. If the pupil does not have all items necessary for the lesson, he or she shall apologize at the beginning of the lesson. 

6. Pupils at the 1st level change their clothes for PE lessons during the break in the classroom which the teacher locks. Pupils at the 2nd level (or pupils at the 1st level by agreement with the teacher) change their clothes separately in changing rooms where they also bring their personal items. The PE teacher ensures that the changing rooms are locked. Pupils respect safety rules determined by the PE teacher. Pupils who are excused from the PE lesson have the apology written in their report book. Pupils permanently exempt from PE lessons are released by the head teacher on the basis of a request for the release with an attached report from a paediatrician or a specialist. 

7. After the end of the lessons, pupils leave the classroom together with the teacher who takes them to the lockers from where they go home after changing their shoes or they go to the school club or dining room. Pupils may remain in the school building after the end of the lessons for tutoring reasons or as participants of organized interest activities. 

8. Before the end of the lessons, pupils must not leave the school building without informing their class teacher (head teacher deputy or head teacher, if the class teacher is absent). Pupils cannot be released during the lessons unless their statutory representatives pick them up personally. The sample of the request is in the report book and at the web pages of the school.

9. Windows in classrooms remain closed during breaks, ventilation is ensured by the teacher at the beginning of the lesson. 

10. Tutoring in the afternoon is only possible with the consent of the statutory representative. 

11. The school does not designate a place for storing mobile phones, jewellery and larger sums of money. Therefore the school is not responsible for these valuables. 

12. If the pupil violates the school rules by having the mobile phone on or on the desk, the teacher has the possibility to place the phone in the safe at the reception of the school and to inform the statutory representative who will then personally pick up the phone. 
13. The pupil is not allowed to bring and use mobile data carrier (notebook, netbook, tablet, etc.) and plug them in at school.
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
